* The Wind Symphony-formerly the Symphonic Band-made up of a full
compliment of ASU’s most accomplished wind/percussion performers,
will derive its programs from the best band literature available.



» The Wind Ensemble, consisting of forty-five of our excellent
wind/percussion students, will play superb band literature suited to the
group’s "one-per-part” arrangement.

+ The Concert Band, its membership made up of musicians from across

the campus, will perform the finest, traditional band literature.

Each group features soloists from within the band and from the ranks of
professionals. They use distinguished guest conductors at frequent
intervals and perform regularly in the world famous Grady Gammage
Memorial Auditorium on the Arizona State University campus.
