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The year was 1989. The Turtle Creek Chorale
was performing for an AIDS healing service

at the Episcopal Cathedral, downtown Dallas,
It was the height of the AIDS crisis and

any hope offeved was welcome. At the end of
the service, a petite, bright, perky woman
approached me to say how much the service and
the singing had meant to ber. She said, in
ber thick Texas accent, “Hi, my name is Anne,
I'm from Corsicanna, Texas and 1 play the
piano, (It could have only been worse if she had
said, “and I write songs,” which of conrse
she does.) She mentioned she was a friend of
composer Jane Marshall and if we ever
needed someone to play, I showld give ber a call,
We went on onr way and she headed back

to Corsicana and her life as THE piano
teacher in town, organist/choir master at the
Presbyterian church and married to a banker,

Not long after that, a group began to meet with
the intent of starting a women's chovus in
Dallas. When the topic of an accompanist cane
up, that bright, perky pianist from Corsicana



Jumped to mind, but I didn't vemember her
name, just ber charm and ber accent. So, I
called Jane Marshall and described this
nrystery woman. She knew right away who it
was and Anne got the call.

‘The rest is bistory. Not only was she every bit
as bright and perky as she was at first

sight, but a gifted artist both at the keyboard
and, we were soon to find out, at arranging
and composing. We had no idea that she would
soon become the heart and sonl of The
Women's Chorus of Dallas and “Mom” to the
Turtle Creek Chorale. And we had no idea
that the ‘perky’ was really mischief in disguise.

Aunne began arvanging music for the women as
a way to help fit music perfectly to their
sound. The first was “White Christmas.” Not
long after that, she tried her hand at male
choval music. Her first arrangement for the
TCC once again addressed the times in which
we found ourselves, a medley including “Empty
Chairs at Empty Tables,” and “Wishing
You Were Somebow Here Again.” The
arrangements fit both chovuses like a glove.

Her spirit is in everything we sing. Her
exquisite musicianship and magnanimons
heart inspirve us to continue to try to change
the world with onr music. She and her partner
remain role models for each of us in every
area of their lives. They are educators, they are
[friends, they ave caregivers and they are

both actually great Mowms in the bislogical
sense and the figurative sense.

We present this partial collection of all the
gifts Annie has given onr choruses. May your
heart be touched by Anne's as you share in
ber music and may your life be enviched, as
ours, just by having known ber.

A portion of every CD sold will go to belp
Anne with her medical costs as she fights and
defeats the angry disease that has visited ber.

A great lover of musical theater, she was
music divector for numerous productions at
the Warebonse Living Arts Center in
Corsicana, Texas. She was the founding
music director for Brave Productions, a
national touring company.

The Women'’s Chorus of Dallas for twelve
years. She continues to arrange and
compose for both chovuses and ber work is
commissioned by charal groups throughout
the country.
