





The Famous Maroon Band at Mississippi State University was initiated
in 1902 by an act of the Board of Trustees. Today, over 100 years
later, nearly 350 students participate in the band's six major ensembles.
The 290-member Famous Maroon Band performs at all Bulldog football
games as well as other university functions as needed. Three concert
bands comprise the concert component of the band program with the
Wind Ensemble serving as the premier concert band. Students may
also participate in Jazz Band and Basketball Pep Band.

Band members represent almost every major at Mississippi State University
and are top academic students with over 28% of the band earning
an ACT score higher than 28. Band members may receive a service
award with the amount of the award determined by demonstration of
ability during the audition.

The Famous Maroon Band rehearses only one hour a day and typically
performs four different shows during the year in addition to the pre-
game music, stands music, and cheers.
